2002 Evaluation:  overall upland and riparian vegetation have been left in improved condition compared to past years; 


however, use has once again been concentrated within riparian zones with heavy impacts at locations such as the Bennett Creek headwaters. Once livestock are turned into the area, they tend to stay on site season-long; leading to unacceptable impacts to the riparian zone as well as within the aspen/conifer habitats of the associated steep canyons. The FS has indicated an interest in removing livestock from the headwaters region above the Bennett Springs campground.
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
