2002 Evaluation:  A trough still sits directly above the small spring/creek flow of Bull Spring and has led to the development of a large sacrifice zone. Livestock have “camped” nearly season-long within adjacent aspen and conifer communities as well as directly on the small spring/creek areas. The small exclosure (built in 2001) that was supposed to afford a small measure of protection to the spring headwaters/spring boxes has been once again grazed in trespass. WWP found livestock within the exclosure during a visit to the site earlier in the grazing season. 
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
