2002 Evaluation:  area still shows improved plant community values in the riparian zone; increased growth and presence of woody riparian species (currant, rose, willow), increases in desirable graminoid riparian species such as sedges and rushes with a corresponding reduction of the noxious weed community. Wildlife use of the site has increased; mule deer still access the site for water, and there were signs of increased bird use of the location. The site still appears to be ungrazed by cattle as of the date of this survey; highway boundary fences are still not intact.
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
