2002 Evaluation:  while upland vegetation has not been severely impacted, livestock impacts have been severely concentrated within spring sites and their associated remnant riparian zones. Severe trampling and soil compaction, degradation of water quality, impairment or loss of spring/stream flows, and damage to or removal of riparian and streamside vegetation have occurred. Livestock were still on site as of the date of this survey, with the potential for ongoing or increased damages to this site prior to removal.
