This site has received heavy to severe use during each of the past four grazing seasons. 2002 Evaluation:  this allotment has received excessive levels of use for the past four consecutive grazing seasons. This has resulted in severe impacts to limited or remnant riparian zones and to spring sites, as well as resulting in concentrated impacts to much of the upland habitats within this allotment. This is a small allotment with deep canyons and very steep hillsides; a proper capability/suitability analysis of this area would likely preclude domestic livestock grazing. Repeated requests by WWP for needed changes in management have been ignored. Livestock were still on site as of this date.
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
