2002 Evaluation:  site was left in a much degraded condition compared to the slight improvement obtained by less utilization in 2001. Removal of groundcover; shrub understory; plant community values; and wildlife hiding, thermal, and nesting cover. Exotic species such as cheat grass and halogeton are increasing; as are noxious species such as thistle. Creek channel has been incised and flow lost throughout majority of stream reaches. Livestock have removed or seriously impacted all remaining riparian vegetation values.
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
