2002 Evaluation:  livestock were still on site in trespass. Use has exceeded that of 2001, which had led to some minimal improvement in groundcover and plant community values. This artificial “spring” site has been severely impacted as has the immediate upland vicinity. The flow temporarily runs back into the old creek channel- livestock utilization has prevented any riparian recovery and has resulted in a loss of remnant riparian community values and a loss of area wildlife habitat values. Water no longer naturally flows from the original spring sites or down the historic creek channel for any distance.
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
