2002 Evaluation:  this location has been left in an improved condition for the second season in a row; livestock use did occur earlier in the year but was not allowed to seriously degrade the meadow site. Sage grouse inhabit the immediate area as do wintering big game; the improved vegetation and cover will benefit area wildlife species. This is once again an example of the fact that reductions in the duration/intensity of livestock grazing lead to a positive response from the resource- and in turn lead to improvements in wildlife habitat, recreation, and other resource values.
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
