2002 Evaluation:  Goose Creek is severely degraded among much of its reach; this site represents a protected stretch of the creek from livestock grazing has been excluded for nearly a decade. Re-development of appropriate age classes, re-vegetation of stream banks, development of riparian regeneration, and general recovery of wildlife and fisheries habitat values are impressive- particularly when compared with unprotected reaches of this 3-state river system. Site provides an excellent opportunity to demonstrate potential for riparian recovery following removal of domestic livestock.

2002 Evaluation:  this location has typically received concentrated and/or additional trespass grazing; livestock were present at the time of survey- including a dead cow just above the left bank in the photo. However, the area has improved in vegetation cover and bank stabilizing vegetation (including some regrowth of woody species such as willows) across this and the past grazing seasons. Result has been a decrease in erosion and sediment loading at this particular location; with an increase in scenic, wildlife, and other resource values. If livestock remain on site, potential exists for damage to recovery.
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
