Grazing was allowed to reach severe levels on both the BLM and Forest portions of this creek; with losses of groundcover and understory values, degraded wildlife and fisheries values, loss of water quality, and degraded riparian/aspen values including clubbing of  the newer young (as well as old) woody riparian species that had attempted to recover following the lighter use levels of 2001. 
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
