2002 Evaluation:  this drainage has received excessive levels of use for the past four consecutive grazing seasons. This has resulted in additional impacts to the severely damaged former spring/creek flows and associated riparian zones- as well as resulting in concentrated impacts to much of the upland habitat at this location. Livestock were still present at this degraded location on the date of survey. This allotment has been abused severely on an annual basis with no management actions despite numerous public complaints and a range tour of the region with the  Sawtooth Forest Supervisor in 2001.
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
