2002 Evaluation:  the wildlife ponds remain protected from livestock grazing. This wetland was created from a severely degraded site more than 10 years ago; recovery is still progressing as plant diversity slowly moves from species indicative of compacted soils and heavy overgrazing to species expected for the climate and landform. Wildlife values are high inside of the exclosure. Livestock impacts within the associated riparian pasture have been lessened over recent seasons through management changes; use in separate but adjacent/adjoining units and private lands ranges from heavy to severe.
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
