2002 Evaluation:  this localized area has received excessive levels of use in past grazing seasons. Site has been left in  slightly improved condition- increased groundcover, wildlife hiding cover, stubble heights, etc. as of the date of the 2002 survey. The small stream flow is mostly dry- due to continued drought conditions and past livestock trampling and compaction. Use has led to additional soil compaction, some vegetation removal. Lowered livestock use at this location has allowed for some regrowth of woody shrub species along the channel and near the culvert crossing.
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
