2002 Evaluation:  :  Site has been left in a more improved condition than at the end of the 2001 grazing season- increased groundcover, wildlife hiding cover, stubble heights, etc. as of the date of the 2002 survey. Surface flows are minimal; original creek/spring flows were disrupted through development and trampling. Noxious/exotic weeds are still present on site. General allotment area is much improved when compared to past severe use levels and degradation of riparian values. Fence of the adjacent riparian exclosure is somewhat repaired and does not appear to have been grazed in trespass in 2002.
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
