2002 Evaluation:  site has been left in an improved condition over conditions found at the end of the 2001 grazing season- increased groundcover, wildlife hiding cover, stubble heights, etc. as of the date of the 2002 survey. Creek flow is much diminished due to continued drought and past livestock related impacts. This area is along a well-traveled public road; improved conditions lend to the recreational, wildlife, visual/aesthetic, and other similar resource values for the region. Riparian recovery should be allowed to continue.
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
