2002 Evaluation:  this location has continued to improve since closure of the associated grazing allotment removed livestock from this location and drainage as well. Wildlife habitat is greatly improved; native and more desirable species are continuing to crowd out noxious species such as thistles that depended on an annual disturbance regime. Substantial re-growth of aspen and woody riparian species, as well as substantial improvements in the associated upland plant community.


Site is still impacted by unauthorized off-road vehicle travel; however tree/shrub regeneration is starting to limit access.
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
