2002 Evaluation:  severe levels of livestock grazing have occurred at this location for 4 consecutive grazing seasons. Severe soil compaction, loss of adjacent upland plant community values, loss of riparian values including severe loss of woody riparian species and riparian greenlines along most of the small drainage. Loss of wet-meadow and sage grouse brood rearing habitat; loss of other wildlife values. Noxious and exotic weed species increasing in the region; loss of surface flows due to trampling/erosion and compounded by drought. Livestock were on site as of the date of this survey.
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
