2002 Evaluation:  site has been left in a slightly improved condition over conditions at the end of the 2001 grazing season- increased groundcover, wildlife hiding cover, stubble heights, etc. as of the date of the 2002 survey. Livestock were still in the region- but not on site at the reservoir on the date of survey. Potential for additional impacts remains. Area does have


increased vegetation, particularly in the adjacent upland habitat as compared to past seasons. Limited surface spring flows and no outflow may be limiting livestock preference for the area.
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
