Livestock are still in the area however, with the potential for increased damage if left on site for any length of time or if left in trespass. Trough


on site is placed directly within a saturated meadow site; still without an escape device despite numerous complaints. An


exclosure on site protects a small circle of approximately 25’ diameter of spring/meadow habitat.
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
