2002 Evaluation:  the reservoir site still held some water in June; a dead calf was also left on site at that same time. Lack of native plant community values and cover for wildlife render the site non-functional for many species, including a loss of sage grouse brood-rearing habitat. Consistent heavy utilization is leading to an increase in noxious and exotic weed species; an increase in native but toxic species such as broom snakeweed, and other signs of long-term degradation. Area shows soil loss in the form of pedastaling, other erosional soil movements due to use in early spring and/or when soils are saturated.
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
