2002 Evaluation:  site has been left in a similar condition to the previous grazing season- a slight increase in residual groundcover compared to previous seasons. Sage grouse frequent the area; such use is still far in access of acceptable


standards for sage grouse. Livestock are still seriously impacting aspen and riparian shrub regeneration in the adjacent habitat. Livestock use continues to concentrate heavily within moist areas and within aspen and other upland riparian habitat.
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
