2002 Evaluation:  Use levels appear similar to 2001; severe impacts to groundcover near the creek channel and in the vicinity of the former trough (trough still used in 2001, moved as of the date of survey in 2002). Channel is dry; remnant riparian species have been heavily impacted and/or removed by continued severe livestock use at this site. Trough now exists some distance to the south and uphill from the creek channel. Springs and creek area are still heavily trampled and compacted; use is still being allowed far in excess of riparian and wildlife standards of the Idaho Standards & Guides.
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
