2002 Evaluation:  Livestock  “camp” on the creek- leading to excessive impacts to riparian vegetation/soils. Riparian  species are significantly clubbed and were heavily impacted in 2002. Livestock were still on site as of the survey date in what appeared to be trespass use. The riparian greenline has been largely replaced by sagebrush and other non-riparian species. Soil compaction is leading to impaired spring/creek flows compounded by drought. Supposedly managed as a “riparian pasture,” use levels and resource impacts do not reflect any substantial improvement in management practices.
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
