2002 Evaluation: this location has been severely impacted by livestock for four consecutive seasons. Severe soil compaction, loss of groundcover and shrub understory, loss of remnant riparian values, loss of riparian greenline and replacement by non-riparian species. Loss of creek flow and channel characteristics; loss of wildlife and fisheries habitat values. Loss of aesthetic and recreational values; severe impacts to native plant community values. BLM has failed to make any management changes to substantially improve the conditions of this creek location.
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
