2002 Evaluation:  site has been left in an improved condition compared to previous grazing seasons; with increased groundcover and increased riparian streamside vegetation. Area is still in need of rest in order to obtain substantial riparian or aspen recovery- lack of substantial regeneration has led to a loss of riparian structure/riparian greenline along much of the creek course. The small exclosure does not protect all of the spring sources; livestock are still trampling and compacting hillside spring sources and causing degraded water quality to portions of the headwaters of Jim Sage Canyon “creek.”
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
