2002 Evaluation:  Use levels appear similar to 2001; which were an improvement over past seasons of severe impacts. The area is not meeting acceptable cover values (i.e. stubble heights) for wildlife such as sage grouse; however the area has been left with more “riparian” groundcover and with much increased upland cover values than in previous grazing seasons. Livestock were not observed in any obvious post-season trespass as of the date of this survey. This site is still littered with agricultural “trash” that has not been removed by the permittee or other responsible party.
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
