2002 Evaluation:  Additional long-term plant community improvements are continuing to be evident; increases in native plant species and a visible decrease in weed species in the canyon and near the springs compared with past years. Minimal livestock use in the 2000 and 2002 seasons have contributed to an increase in wildlife habitat values- more cover and plant diversity. Elderberries were bearing fruit at the above pictured location; mountain bluebirds were actively feeding on the berries during the survey visit.
