2002 Evaluation:  area shows improved upland plant community values; some recovery and increase in size of the remnant riparian species still present in the old riparian zone. There has been no surface water at the photo location for several seasons with the exception of early spring runoff. Improved cover is currently available for wildlife species; continuing to minimize livestock disturbance would result in increased riparian growth and re-development of more appropriate species in the riparian zone- particularly with an increase in annual precipitation amounts if drought conditions wane in the future.
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
