2002 Evaluation:  The adjacent canyon habitat has been severely impacted by large-scale juniper post and other cutting or “treatment” activities- hundreds of large trees have been cut, reducing nesting sites and other wildlife cover. Riparian woody vegetation is still severely limited in the canyon by continued livestock impacts; however, the site has been left in slightly improved conditions compared to past seasons. Surface water is still flowing following the end of the summer season- despite the continued drought. 
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
