Noxious and exotic weeds have been increasing; such severe disturbance favors noxious/exotic species over native forbs and grasses. Severely degraded water quality, loss of channel features, channel stability, loss of bank stability, accelerated erosion.

General upper creek area has been subjected to loss of riparian structure, loss of riparian greenlines, loss of surface flows in many locations, soil compaction, invasion of noxious/exotic weed species, and impacts to upland community values. Loss of wildlife habitat values, loss of scenic and recreation values.
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
