2002 Evaluation:  site has received degrading levels of use on an annual basis for four consecutive grazing seasons. Plant community values are severely altered; sustained use of riparian woody species has  prevented any recovery of riparian structure values, broom snakeweed is increasing substantially due to upland trampling and use levels. Water quality remains degraded; spring sources are more severely head-cut and flows are diminishing under annual compaction and other grazing disturbances. Protection of this resource would result in re-development of a riparian site and possible save the spring.
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
