2002 Evaluation:  this artificial water location once supported additional nesting birds and other wildlife near Wilson Pass; termination of the flow has altered wildlife use of the immediate area. Few surface waters exist in the area for species that are not highly mobile; springs near the quarries to the east are heavily impacted by livestock or human activities, North Fork of Cold Creek is now highly degraded. Other more immediate waters are captured in troughs and mostly unavailable to small wildlife, or offer animal-waste-laden trampled overflows.
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
