2002 Evaluation:  Exclosure appears to have remained protected from livestock access as of the date of survey; use has been heavy outside of the exclosure area. Allotment has been heavily grazed within the main canyon; with heavy impacts at water gaps on the north side of Birch Creek. The creek is not protected from use on the south side and has been heavily impacted along much of its reach. Some of the lower creek is protected by new exclosures/weed control projects, or through continuance of fire closures or other management changes.
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
