2002 Evaluation:  the riparian zone and adjacent habitat have not been allowed any recovery following damage by the escaped BLM burn that went through this drainage in the recent past. Site has been grazed each season since the fire without any rest- livestock impacts have remained severe. Degraded water quality, loss of creek flows along much of the channel, no riparian recovery after fire, continued loss of native plant community and wildlife habitat values. Accelerated erosion. Additional impacts due to road construction activities in past seasons- loss of channel connection to Cold Creek.
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
