2002 Evaluation:  This portion of Cold Creek riparian zone burned in the escaped BLM prescribed burn; and has been grazed as well as trespass grazed without rest following the fire. Portions of Cold Creek above the crossing are still


impacted to similar past levels- from moderate to severe depending on how deeply incised the channel has become and whether access is limited. Livestock have not been successfully kept out of rebuilt/new exclosures below this location.
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
