2002 Evaluation:  groundcover is re-establishing within the small exclosure- however, natural surface flow has been disrupted and/or lost due to the combination of water developments and drought. Creek below the spring no longer flows and habitat areas around the existing trough and historic creek channel are severely degraded. (Contrast habitat inside/outside exclosure in the accompanying photo.) Location receives excessive livestock impacts and has lost wildlife habitat values; however, the spring exclosure did not appear to have been grazed in trespass as of the survey date. 
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
