The creek has unstable banks and has continued to erode in an accelerated manner due to past as well as more recent livestock-related impacts. Fire impacted the small BLM riparian exclosure at the above-pictured location; some recovery now shows.

2002 Evaluation:  overall upland and riparian vegetation have been left in improved condition compared to past years; water is still flowing at this location despite continued dry conditions and loss of upstream surface flows. Increased vegetation and less trampling in the creek have resulted in improved wildlife habitat values at this particular location; small fish were observed on the date of survey as were birds and other wildlife. The exclosure to the south does not have well-maintained fencing but did not appear to have been significantly impacted by livestock during the 2002 season.
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
