2002 Evaluation:  site has been left in a slightly improved condition over conditions at the end of the 2001 grazing season- increased groundcover, wildlife hiding cover, stubble heights, etc. as of the date of the 2002 survey. The small area reservoirs are dry- continued compaction/trampling and the construction-related lowering of the water table have resulted in a lack of surface flows. Noxious and exotic weeds are still present on site. Area is near a well-traveled public road; livestock-related impacts represent a loss of recreational, aesthetic, and wildlife habitat values from the region.
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
