2002 Evaluation:  small exclosure built around some of the spring source in 2001 was broken into by livestock during the summer; complaints were made to the Burley Ranger District. Livestock were found on site in trespass of off-dates on the date of survey; trespass appears to have become an annual event in this allotment/unit. Livestock have continued to over-utilize much of the region, with noxious and exotic weeds on the increase, losses of wildlife habitat and scenic values, losses of native plant community values.
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
