2002 Evaluation:  site has been similarly and severely degraded as in the 1999 and 2000 seasons- eliminating the improvement obtained in 2001. Livestock use is again continuing to lead to compaction, erosion, noxious/exotic weed species increases, loss of plant community values within riparian zones and within adjacent upland/aspen habitats. Loss of scenic and recreation values; loss of wildlife habitat values. General location includes several springs and a trough located on the spring/creek flow- all within plain view of the recreating public and next to a well-traveled forest access road. 
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
