2002 Evaluation:  this localized area has received excessive levels of use for the past four consecutive grazing seasons. Severe impacts have occurred to the former creek and spring sites; loss of riparian woody species, loss of riparian regeneration, and loss of riparian greenlines. Reservoir development has altered natural surface flows; drought and continued over-utilization, trampling, compaction have resulted in the nearly complete loss of surface water in the upper portion of this drainage. Loss of wildlife habitat and recreational values; increase of weed species.
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
