2002 Evaluation:  site has been left in a slightly improved condition over conditions at the end of the 2001and prior grazing seasons- increased groundcover, wildlife hiding cover, stubble heights, etc. as of the date of the 2002 survey. However, livestock were found within the area in trespass of allotment off-dates; the potential for additional impacts exists if not removed immediately. Trough is non-functional; small exclosure has been somewhat repaired and less junk is lying around the area than in past seasons.
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
