2002 Evaluation:  Severe soil compaction, erosion, loss of soil crusts, loss of groundcover and understory values, loss of wildlife habitat values, and loss of scenic and recreational values- creek runs along the main South Heglar Canyon access road. Use impacts are similar to those of the past three seasons; impacts to creek flow, damage to banks and channel. Loss of fisheries values. Increase of noxious and exotic weed species, losses of the riparian greenline, riparian regeneration. Replacement of the riparian greenline with non-riparian species along sections of the creek.
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
