2002 Evaluation:  site is exhibiting some overall recovery due to closure to grazing following the 2001 season fire. There was trespass grazing of the area in 2001 following the fire. Shrub and grass values are much improved- meaning an increase in wildlife habitat values, and of scenic and recreation values as well. This creek site has been severely impacted by livestock in previous years; long-term or permanent closure is recommended. Site is along the main public forest and reservoir access road; decrease in livestock impairment/degradation provides an overall increase in resource values.
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
