2002 Evaluation:  Site has been left with slightly improved groundcover conditions over conditions at the end of the 2001 grazing season- increased groundcover, instream vegetation, stubble heights, etc. as of the date of the 2002 survey. Stream channel is still being impacted on an annual basis with continued widening, loss of thermal capabilities, and further impacts to fisheries and spawning habitat. No substantial recovery or regrowth of woody riparian species; livestock have seriously impacted riparian regeneration and resulted in losses of woody/deep-rooted species and portions of the riparian greenline.
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
