2002 Evaluation:  this area has received excessive levels of use for the past four consecutive grazing seasons. This has resulted in additional impacts to the severely damaged former spring flows and riparian/upland riparian habitats associated with this unit. Livestock have been allowed to remain in trespass following off-dates for several consecutive seasons- compounding resource damages. This corral-like spring site is immediately adjacent to a well-traveled forest access road; representing impairment of scenic and recreational values, as well as substantial losses of wildlife habitat and other values.
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
