2002 Evaluation:  Area no longer has natural spring surface flows; however the overflow does allow some degraded water for wildlife in a continued dry season. Livestock have created a large sacrifice zone around this trough; use is more concentrated than at Wild Horse Spring. Continued heavy impacts to adjacent riparian shrub and aspen habitats; soil compaction, loss of groundcover and understory values as in past seasons.
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
