2002 Evaluation:  site has been similarly degraded as in the three previous seasons; Livestock use is continuing to lead to accelerated erosion, noxious and exotic weed species increase, loss of surface flows/diversion of channels, loss of wildlife and native plant community values, loss of and/or damage to woody riparian species, lack of riparian, shrub, and aspen regeneration. Loss of plant community values within adjacent coniferous and aspen habitat; continued sacrifice zone on top of former spring/creek site, directly adjacent to a well-traveled forest access road. Loss of scenic, recreation values.
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
